What are the special characteristics of a line, a plane or a volume?
Questions like this are currently being explored by a total of 120 chil-
dren from several pedagogical facilities in Berlin. Wire, string and
sticks are used in the creative investigation of these topics. This pro-
gramme for children between the ages of three and eight is based on
the preliminary course at the Bauhaus, which formed the foundation
of every Bauhaus student’s education. Up to now, the workshops took
place at the Bauhaus Archive, but during 2010 the Museum is also
‘visiting’ the children at their various pre-schools. The children learn
to explore their buildings and the everyday life that takes place within
them. This educational outreach project, which has been organised
by the Museum in partnership with the Pestalozzi-Frobel-Haus, is
made possible by funding from the Projektfonds Kulturelle Bildung.
